OHS FAMILY PULLS TOGETHER DURING CRISIS

he seizure of approximately 300

exotic & domestic animals from
Kanata on May 30th was indeed a
shock for those of us who work at
the Ottawa Humane Society (OHS).
It was the largest seizure of animals
since the Laporte Street puppy mill
in 1997.

As we muddled though, identified
and counted each animal and
worked well into the night to get
them all into clean cages with food
and water, | realized something. It
was one of those moments that
define who we are. | realized that |
really love my job, my vocation - or
niche - if you will.

Even though there were only fifteen
of us scheduled to work, somehow
we managed to deal with the
situation and still maintain our
regular shelter operations.
Adoptions and stray animal services
continued and all emergency calls
were responded to, just like every
other day.

The reason we made it through as
smoothly as we did was not only
because of our community pitching
in to donate food, extra cages and
terrariums, but also because of our
dedicated staff and volunteers. All
were getting their hands dirty from

SUMMER DELUGE

I t never rains but it pours as they

say. If this is true, this spring and
summer has been a downpour at the
Ottawa Humane Society.

On top of our usual huge increase in
animals in our shelter, the seasonal
increase In heat-related emergencies
and the results of human irresponsibility
that we see every day here at the
Society, we have had more than our
share of big issues to address.

The very public seizure in Kanata of
259 exotics was just one of the crises
that the Society has addressed over the
last while. Our investigations
department has investigated a whole
host of appalling cruelty cases,
including not one but two cases of
owners attempting to castrate their
animals with rubber bands.

Two very significant legislative
initiatives have absorbed a great deal of
our energy. We have been working hard
with our national partners to ensure that
Bill C15b is passed, making long
overdue changes to the Criminal Code
provisions on animal cruelty. As well,
the new amalgamated city is finally
merging the 11 municipal animal control
bylaws into one this fall, giving the
Society an unprecedented opportunity
right now to ensure that they are
enacted with the best interests of the
animals at the forefront.

On a more personal note, the Society
lost one of our most devoted staff
members in mid-July. Staff, volunteers
and clients alike were shocked and
saddened when Siobhan Sheflin, our
foster assistant passed away. Siobhan
will always be remembered for her

unfailing dedication to the animals in our
care.

| will continue to answer some common
questions that represent concerns
brought to my attention over the last
while....

Why does it sometimes take the Humane
Society quite a while to get onto the
scene of an animal emergency?

Before | started at the Society, like many
people, | pictured a fleet of vans and
drivers  dispatched to  animal
emergencies from all over the city - much
like 911 ambulance service. | also
imagined that government subsidized the
service. | was somewhat shocked to find
out that emergency services and
investigations are completely funded by
the Society's supporters. As a result, the
Society can afford to have only one driver
on duty at a time and -- particularly in the
summer -- we get an awful lot of calls.

On top of that, the new city is big - very
big. The good people at the Ottawa
Public library tell me that the new Ottawa
is 2,778 square kilometers. That is a lot of
area to cover. On a good day from the
Society's fairly central location, it takes
me almost 40 minutes to drive to the
western boundary just outside of Aimonte
and last time | drove to Cumberland, it
took almost that long - making the city
over an hour across from east to west. If
the driver is in one end of the city, it would
take over an hour just to make the drive.
That assumes, of course that he or she is
not already on a call when the next call
comes in, which is frequently not the
case.

n July 10, 2002, our OHS family
lost a dear co-worker and friend.

Siobhan Sheflin began fostering
animals with her parents when she was
14 yrs. old. When she moved out of her
parent's home, the animals were able to
benefit from two foster homes rather
than just one.

In 1999, we hired Siobhan through a
subsidised project to co-ordinate the
foster program. The number of animals
we were able to send out to foster rose
by 65% that year. Euthanasia dropped
by 14% in cats.

She was obviously the right person for
the job. Even though she was only
working part-time, she put in full-time
hours. Her mission was clear. We were
thrilled. She was able to find, screen,
interview and match foster people with
the animal best suited to their time
constraints and comfort level of care.
Siobhan put in many volunteer hours in
order to get the job done.

Siobhan had many allergies as well as
severe asthma. Each and every
morning she followed the Vet Tech.
around, puffer in hand, choosing the
animals that needed that extra bit of time
in a foster home in order to make them
ready for adoption. No matter what the
volume of animals, she never got
frazzled and always got the job done.

She will be dearly
missed by the staff,
the foster parents
and the many
rescue groups she
connected with
through the website
she helped to
create.

No Fun In The Sun

Every year during the summer months, the
OHS's Emergency Department receives
hundreds of complaints relating to animals
and hot weather. Dogs left unattended in
parked cars top the list, followed closely by
dogs left outside in the scorching sun without
food, water or shade.

Dogs do not have the ability to sweat,
therefore if they are left for even a short
period of time in a car (windows open or not!),
their lives could be in danger. With their body
temperature normally at 39 degrees Celsius,
(102 Fahrenheit), a dog can only endure
temperatures barely over 40 degrees C for a
very short time before they suffer from heat-
stress, irreparable brain damage or death.
Please call the OHS Emergency Services at
725-1532 if you see a dog in immediate
danger.

After the crisis was over and all the
animals were placed, it was time to
look back and evaluate the
experience. Among the positives
were the exceptional response from
the community, volunteers and the
staff of the Ottawa Humane Society.
OHS Management met immediately
following crisis to develop an
emergency plan based on this type of
"worst case scenario".

The Ottawa Humane Society is in the
process of assessing all the costs
associated with the crisis. Preliminary
costs have put the "bill' at well over
$5,000. Outside financial support
was significantly less than previous
public incidents such as Hope or
Miracle Max with just over $1,200
each in donations.

This unforeseen shortfall could have
significant impact on the regularly
budgeted programming and services
of the OHS.

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Where’'s Raymond?

You'd think that after 11 years of working in animal shelters, I'd
have 'hardened up' a wee bit. Well, apparently we shelter staff
are not as tough as we think. Not after what my roommate
Lesley Day (another OHS employee) and | endured for 2 weeks.
Raymond the cat was adopted from here by Lesley 9 years ago.
He was a chubby-cheeked, scarred up tom cat who had
encountered battery acid somewhere in his travels. A
veterinarian prescribed antibiotics and daily soaking in a solution
for his chemical burns. Needless to say, Ray was less than
enthusiastic about the rather painful soaking part of the deal,
therefore he had to be fostered by a 'durable’ OHS staff member.
For Lesley, the decision to foster the big tom wasn't hard. In her
words, "He was the funniest looking cat there".

Nine years later, Ray is still living with Lesley. My own feline
friend and | have been privileged enough to have had them both
as roomies for the past five years.

Ray is an indoor cat, but somehow last month, he escaped.
Although he wore an ID tag, and had a microchip implant,
NOTHING alleviated our panic when he went missing.

Cats are extremely effective at disappearing when they want to,
so the first thing Lesley and | did was tear the house apart to
make sure he wasn't hiding in the attic, basement, or cupboards.
This is where Lesley and | realized that we really weren't so
tough after all. On the contrary, we were shattered. We work
with the animals every day, but honestly, it was an emotional
slap-in-the-face to feel the desperation that others must go
through while looking for their lost pets. Words just can't
properly express how upset and dejected | felt each day that
passed by without finding Ray.

There | was - 9 years of experience at this Humane Society -
tears streaming down my face as | wandered by each cat,
desperately hoping that I'd see Ray's face staring back at me.
The clincher was, while members of the public were in looking
for their own lost cats, they'd see me dabbing at my eyes with a
sodden kleenex, and they'd offer ME kind words of
encouragement! | wish I could describe the look of amazement
that came over their face when | blurted out that | was an OHS
old-timer.

Ray came home two weeks later from the day he disappeared.
My cat promptly threw a hissy-fit when he spotted him through
the window. (It's normal for cats not to immediately recognize
each other following a periodic separation) After hearing my
cat's enraged yowls, Lesley discovered Ray - thinner, but in
good health - on the back window ledge, pining to get inside. No
doubt he was puzzled at the fact his feline best friend was acting
like he was some great, strange, horrible beast!

Once again, our family is complete. A purrfect ending!

School Program

OHS Auxiliary Mid-Summer Update

An active and successful twelfth year of the Humane
Education School Program has been completed! In
total, 135 presentations were delivered to students (JK-
8) in the Ottawa-Carleton District School Board, and the
Ottawa-Carleton Catholic School Board from
September 2001 to June 2002. Statistics indicate that
the School Program has surpassed previous averages
of approximately 80 visits.

Topics promoted a variety of animal welfare issues, and
included 47 Dog Buddies visits, a popular Grade One
bite-prevention partnership program between the City of
Ottawa Public Health Department, the Children's
Hospital of Eastern Ontario (CHEO-Plan-it-Safe), and
the OHS. Thanks to the volunteers who made these
numerous Visits possible! The School Program will
resume in September 2002 and volunteers are needed!

In addition, community interest has increased demand
for more school programs. As a result, Dog Buddies will
be offered to French schools in September 2002, and
the City of Ottawa Public Health Department will help to
coordinate the launch. Furthermore, the Humane
Education Coordinator is soliciting feedback from area
high schools concerning the delivery of specific animal-
welfare programs which include: the 'link' between
animal cruelty and human violence as well as animal
representation in the media.
